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‘Together we can…’ is a project 
involving many organisations 
that provide services in the 
community; this includes Cumbria 
County Council and other district 
and local councils, Cumbria Fire 
& Rescue Service, the NHS, 
the Police and community and 
voluntary organisations amongst 
others. They have all come 
together to try and make a 
positive difference in local areas 
across Cumbria.

That means that in addition to the 
work they usually do they are targeting 
areas for an intensive ‘top up’. 

The idea is to try and ‘fix’ any problems 
that may be affecting the community 
for example removing graffiti, picking 
up litter, fitting smoke alarms, cleaning 
road signs. 

Based on what some local residents 
have told us they’d like to see improved 
in Ulverston, we’ve arranged a 
programme of activity to try and tackle 
some of these issues.
